It is no secret that would-be thieves prefer an unlocked vehicle than 

having to break into the vehicle.  Please take a moment to ensure that your 

vehicle is secured when you leave it.  The Auto Theft Task Force offers the 

following tips that should be adhered to that will decrease the likelihood you will 

be victimized: 

 

 Always lock your vehicle and take the keys with you 

 Always park in well-lighted areas 

 Never leave your vehicle unlocked/unsecured 

 Leave nothing in view (purses, wallets, electronics, packages) 

 Store valuables in the trunk 

 Utilize anti-theft devices such as steering wheel locks or car alarms
