What is a CRIT?
• A Criterium or CRIT is a unique form of cycling that 

stresses high-speed races contested amidst a 
thriving urban atmosphere for a specific number of 
laps on a closed course.

• Now in its 13th year, the USA CRITS Series is 
the premiere cycling series in the United States.

• This event is anticipated to have a 
$1.3m economic impact annually.

• El Paso was selected as the 2019 Season 
Opener

• 1 of 9 communities selected in the US

• Saw roughly 450 Athletes from 9 
countries, and 27 states.

• 2 -3 Days of hotel impact

• 7,500 in total attendance with an 
economic impact valued at $1.3 Million 
each year.

• Event is contracted to El Paso until 2023

Event Support Contract
• The city has committed to support the event with a $120,000 site fee 

and other expenses required to successfully and safely conduct the 
event not exceed $10,000.

• The City has applied to and was accepted by the State of Texas Event 
Trust Fund to seek reimbursement for the city’s financial obligations 
under the Event Support Contract.
• Up to $76,298 will be reimbursed by State of Texas Event Trust Fund.

• Balance of costs will be paid from DEP budget
